HardFilm is available in sizes from 60 GB to 160 GB and speeds from 4200 

to 7200-rpm. The enclosure is about the size of a PDA, and only weighs 8 
oz. Prices range from $139 to $439 (USD) depending on capacity and speed. 
Drives are available with or without a Firewire cable. There is no need for a 
power supply, because HardFilm is powered by the Firewire bus (an optional 
power adapter is available).
